This Master Plan is part of a broader project of the ICAL. The broader project main-
tained five organizing strategies. The charge of the Master Plan is to explore and ex-
pand on the following two of the five strategies:
	 •	 Increase access to and availability of diverse opportunities for physical 	
	 	 activity.
	 •	 Improve built and natural environments to support active living.
The goal of the Master Plan is to illustrate opportunities for active living in Isanti County. 
Much of the focus of the Parks Plan is on the inventory and prioritization between ac-
quisition and development of park holdings within the County. The majority of the park 
holdings in the County and the Cities have numerous high quality facilities and trails that 
provide opportunities for a range of activity engagement choices. Isanti County citizens 
have limited choices to move between parks, schools, communities and places of work in 
the areas external to the park holdings and cities. As such, the Master Plan focuses on the 
suitability for bicycling in the County and the potential bike routes between the County’s 
park holdings.
